Waterfront Coordinator is  lifeguard certified and will act as the overseer of our 
waterfront activities at the camp.

They will be primary lifeguard, providing water safety instruction, administering 
swim tests in conjunction with other staff, help teach canoeing and kayaking 
safety. They will also provide instruction for canoeing basic skills practice.  
 
They will be responsible for maintaining safety equipment for swimming and 
boating, regularly inspecting equipment and replacing when necessary. They will 
also help with managing other lifeguards when we need multiple on shift.   
 
This position is not required for overnight staying, but can be offered if needed.
